5. Approval of Minutes: Minutes of the previous meeting held on 15th April 2013 were approved and signed.

6. Declaration of interests: No interests were declared

7. Clerk’s Report
The sum of £114.95 has been received from WDC in respect of S106 monies for the dog bin.  Graham Wade has sourced a cheaper supplier for the 3 additional bins.

8. 15 Minutes for Parishioners input:

Speeding traffic along Copperfield Terrace was reported and discussions were held of ways to slow traffic.  Parishioner was given contact details by PCSO Sue Kershaw of who to forward his letter containing 25 signatories of local residents to.  Speeding cars were also reported along Market Lane.
ACTION ITEM: Clerk to write to Highways Dept and Suffolk Constabulary requesting action be taken to reduce the speed of cars in the area.

J Nichols reported that he had looked into the possibility of tarmacing the path on the Millennium Green and had been advised not to proceed by two contractors due to the cost and short life span.  Both recommended that we maintain what we currently have.

B Sheldon showed those present the two signs that had been produced.  One to stop motorcycles in the Copperfield Terrace area, and the other to stop parking on the play ground.

M Arnold reported that the lorry which pumped out the drains along Lound Road missed the drain at the lowest point outside his house.
