MINUTES

Blundeston & Flixton Parish Council Meeting

Held on Monday 16th June 2014
1. Present:- Mr G Wade (Chairman), Mr S Rees (Vice Chairman), Mr J Nichols, Mrs G Soanes, Mr B Shelton, Miss M Wright, Mr P Button, Mr R Leach, Cllr P Ashdown, 2 Parishioners were present.

2. Apologies: Mr M Straw, Mrs T Townend, Cllr L Jacklin and PCSO S Kershaw

3. Approval of Minutes: Minutes of the previous meetings held on 14th April & 19th May 2014 were approved and signed.

4. Declaration of interests: No interests were declared

5. 15 Minutes for Parishioners input:
A parishioner reported that the Teddy Bear Jump charity event held at the Church was very successful and raised c£2,650, however more volunteers to help on the day at next year’s event would be appreciated.

Footpath No 13 was raised and discussed as an e-mail from Dee Chadney of Suffolk County Council had been received asking for the Parish Councils comments and recommendations as to why the footpath should be improved.
ACTION ITEM: S Rees offered to respond to Dee Chadney requesting that the footpath be re-conditioned, made passable and usable for mothers with prams.  It was felt that this footpath would get more use if it was improved by people from the prison estate, could ease parking problems at the school and is likely to get more use in the future following development of Prison site.

6. Other Parish Business (Parish Councillors)

The main issues raised by Parish Councillors was the requirement for grass and verge cutting around the village in particular:-
Central reservation A12/Market Lane &
Pound Lane/ Hall Lane
B Shelton/S Rees had obtained a map of areas of grass that are supposed to be cut by the council every 3 weeks in the growing season.  S Rees commented that it has been at least 6 weeks since they were cut and agreed to contact Chris Levett.

S Rees commented that the grass on land owned by the Ministry of Justice also needed cutting.
ACTION ITEM: Paul Ashdown to ask Peter Aldous MP for his assistance to get MoJ to arrange for grass to be cut.

J Nichols commented on the dangerous parking on the junction of The Street & Meadowlands.
ACTION ITEM: PCSO Sue Kershaw to monitor.

B Shelton reported that he had looked into the cost of chains or rope to go round the Pound posts.  It was decided that chain was too expensive and that rope should be used, the price for this was c£75.00.
B Shelton reported that several items of the play park equipment were becoming unusable due to rotting timbers.  Paul Ashdown reported that he had been trying to contact Simon Walker without success.
ACTION ITEM: S Rees to try and contact Simon Walker or alternative responsible person at Waveney to arrange a site visit.  Following this meeting it will be decided at the next Parish Council meeting if some or all of the play park equipment should be removed to avoid any possible future incident.
B Shelton confirmed that the No Cold Calling Zone at Meadowlands had been set up.

7. Police Report (PCSO Sue Kershaw, read in her absence)
There were no recorded crimes for either parishes.  PCSO S Kershaw reported that she attended Church Road, in relation to parking issues at the school.  Drivers were spoken to and she has chased up the Highways dept. reference to double yellows being in place opposite the road, so vehicles cannot park there.  There are two disabled drivers that can park on double yellows, one parent received abuse for parking here, Sue spoke to the driver and the head teacher in relation to preventing this awful incident occurring again.  She has report fly tipping on a public footpath on the B1074.

Such a worthwhile scheme has been put in place by Trading Standards, who came to your village to promote- NO Cold Calling - this was in Meadowlands- Brian Shelton can provide further information.

There has recently been a change made to the Community Priority Setting Meetings which will now be a joint North & South Lowestoft meeting.  The new meeting will be held at Lowestoft 6th Form College on 1st July.  The actual meeting will be between 6.00 and 7.30pm, however for half an hour before and after the meeting, there will be staff from the Public services on hand to speak to the public should they want to raise more minor issues.  All residents are invited to attend, the North Lowestoft SNT officers will be present along with WDC and SCC councillors.

PCSO Kershaw reported that she has requested Highways to cut back the verge on the B1074 at the junction with Church Road / Flixton Road.

8. District Councillors Report: (Cllr P Ashdown)
P Ashdown confirmed that he was continuing to apply pressure regarding the grass and verge cutting.  He also requested that a Parish Councillor attend the planning meeting on Tuesday 17th to express the views of the council regarding the application by Mr & Mrs Francis Wilmar regarding the proposed replacement dwelling on Market Lane.  Graham Wade and Brian Shelton agreed to attend meeting.
