MINUTES

Blundeston & Flixton Parish Council Meeting

Held on Monday 15th September 2014
1. Present:- Mr G Wade (Chairman), Mr S Rees (Vice Chairman), Mr B Shelton, Mr P Button, Mrs J Hetherington, Cllr P Ashdown, Cllr L Jacklin, and 4 Parishioners were present.

2. Apologies: Mr R Leach, Mrs G Soanes, Mr J Nichols, Miss M Wright, Mr M Straw, Mrs T Townend & Cllr B Poole

3. Approval of Minutes: Minutes of the previous meetings held on 18th August 2014 were approved and signed.

4. Declaration of interests: No interests were declared

5. 15 Minutes for Parishioners input:
A parishioner commented on the poor state of the road surface on the A12 slip road.  This problem has been raised before and both Cllr P Ashdown and Cllr L Jacklin stated that they have reported this on several occasion and that Peter Aldous MP had also been asked to give assistance.

6. Other Parish Business (Parish Councillors)
P Button commented that he had heard that meetings could be filmed and published on public media sites.  It was confirmed that anyone who wished to film or record at meetings would need to ask permission first.

S Rees reported that Footpath 30 between Hall Road and Church Road was going to be cleared and resurfaced in October during the schools half term break.

B Shelton’s Play Park report stated that 2 further items were now out of order, the Plank Walk and Rope Walk.  He also said that he had had a request for goal posts.  Cllr P Ashdown confirmed that WDC have approved the work to refurbish the play park equipment and he has requested that this work be carried out prior to the October Half term break.

J Hetherinton commented that she had requested a “Flixton Marsh Lane” sign in July and this was supposed to have been completed by August.  Cllr L Jacklin to chase.

G Wade reported that the Footpath between The Street and The Pippins was overgrown and that there was a dead tree on the footpath between Lound Road and Flixton Road.  Cllr L Jacklin and Cllr P Ashdown to request clearance.

G Wade thanked all those involved in Blundeston in Bloom and was delighted to announce that Blundeston won the Best Large Village in the 1,001 – 2,500 category along with additional Silver Guilt awards.

7. Police Report

8. District Councillors Report: 
Cllr P Ashdown reported that the hedge at Peto’s corner had been cut and that he has requested that it be kept at this level and possibly extended further round the corner to the tree.  He also stated that Peter Aldous MP is continuing to add pressure to get action taken regarding the flooding on Market Lane.  With regard to the suspicious vehicles in the Village Hall car park at last month’s meeting, this has been reported and other parishes have been made aware to be on the lookout.

9. County Councillors Report: 
Clr L Jacklin reported that he is continuing to keep an eye on progress of the Spine Road in particular to areas where weight restrictions were requested.  He also raised his frustration regarding the slow progress relating to the future of the Prison Site.
