MINUTES

Blundeston & Flixton Parish Council Meeting

Held on Monday 20th October 2014
1. Present:- Mr G Wade (Chairman), Mr S Rees (Vice Chairman), Mr B Shelton, Mr P Button, Mrs J Hetherington, Mr R Leach, Mrs G Soanes, Miss M Wright, Mr M Straw, Mrs T Townend, Cllr P Ashdown, Cllr B Poole, PC D Stranks and 4 Parishioners were present.

2. Apologies: Mr J Nichols & Cllr Jacklin

3. Approval of Minutes: Minutes of the previous meetings held on 15th September 2014 were approved and signed.

4. Declaration of interests: No interests were declared

5. 15 Minutes for Parishioners input:
A parishioner requested that two stakes that used to be part of a foot scrapper on the footpath leading to The Pippins near the Kissing Gate be removed.

It was mentioned that the Parish Council Minutes are no longer available on the website.
ACTION ITEM: Clerk to investigate and report any issues to J Nichols.

6. Other Parish Business (Parish Councillors)

M Wright reported that the missing letters on the Blundeston Village sign near Queensway had still not been replaced.
ACTION ITEM: Cllr P Ashdown to chase

S Rees asked who was responsible for the signage on the old Walton Garage site which is now called Wickfield Close.
ACTION ITEM: Cllr B Poole to talk to Highways Dept

S Rees also reported that the Hall Rd - Church Rd footpath was still due to be resurfaced during Half Term week and a Footpath Closure notice has been issued.

G Soanes reported that several of the 30mps signs have been turned round.
ACTION ITEM: Cllr B Poole to report.

B Shelton reported that the play park equipment has been completely restored and refurbished and thanked Cllr P Ashdown for his efforts and assistance.

B Shelton also reported that he had been approached by a young parishioner requesting a net be provided for the football posts and which he would be happy to look after.  It was suggested that as he trains at Norwich City Football Club he could ask them if they have a second hand net they are prepared to let us have.

J Heatherington reported that there was still an issue with quad bikes on the Somerleyton Track.  PC D Stranks stated that this area is regularly patrolled and appropriate action taken when persons are apprehended.

7. Police Report 
PC D Stranks reported that PCSO S Kershaw was still off work due to the accident she suffered and it was hoped that she may return to light duties in November.  He reported that there had been 3 crimes in the parish in both September and October, 4 of which were thefts. He confirmed that no one had been apprehended for the suspected illegal activities reported in the Village Hall car park.

8. District Councillors Report: (Cllr P Ashdown)

Cllr P Ashdown reported that he was trying to set up a meeting in November with Mark Kerridge and Peter Aldous regarding the Market Lane Flooding issues, he also reported that the Planning Statement for the Prison had still not been received and was now expected to be a “High Level Development Principles Document”, although it was unclear what difference this would make.

9. County Councillors Report: (Cllr B Poole) 
At the Northern Parishes Meeting last week Cllr Poole was requested to investigate large HGV’s using the B1074 especially at Flixton where two HGV’s are unable to pass each other and end up blocking the road.  It is suspected that lorries are using this route either because they are being directed by their Sat Navs or to avoid Oulton Broad.  Cllr Poole reported that he had received a response from Graham Newman who stated that some drivers used “Halfords supplied” variant Sat Navs rather than haulage specific, and in addition drivers appear to take little notice of signage (weight restrictions).  However they are currently reviewing the “county’s recommended lorry route map” and the B1074 would be added to the list of roads discouraged for use by HGVs.
